I guess I just 
don’t want to deal with talking to them.  They may hurt my feelings or just plain ignore me.  
Being a true alcoholic, God forbid if they just plain ignored me.   

    Yes, I guess my feelings are more important than what I get out of this meeting—let 
alone the other people that I miss—or the fact that I also have a lot to offer at meetings.   

     I got so messed up over this that I thought I would buy a beer, set it on the dash of my 
truck, take a picture of it, and text it to them.  By golly, they would be sure to talk to me 
then!  But what if it didn’t work the way I had planned?  Would I have drunk the beer?   

    Well, by the grace of my higher power (who I choose to call God) the liquor stores were 
closed.  So, I sat in the dark of night and prayed with all the hate and vengeance I could 
throw at my higher power.  You know what happened?  I talked to a person the next day   
after a meeting, hoping for guidance, and they became my sponsor.

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Special	Needs	Committee	Report	
 

     For the past five weeks the special needs committee has been taking a meeting into         
Cedarwood Health Care Center.   This is a weekly meeting that begins at 6pm and is located 
at 924 West Kiowa Street.   The first night we had a meeting at the center, there were six   
people in attendance who were confined to wheelchairs.  They jokingly made mention that a 
good name for the meeting should be “Wheel Chair Races” and the name stuck.   That might 
be a nod to rule 62—“Don't take yourself too damn seriously.” If you ask me, that’s pretty  
impressive coming from members recovering from alcohol related accidents or OD situations 
to name their group that.      

I want to ask the readers of the “Pint” a few questions: 

1) Would you support this new meeting by having your home group commit to a month like 
the Treatment Committee does?  

2) Should I register this meeting with AAWSO and then it can be put on the meeting schedule 
the same as any other new meeting? 

    I would also like to note that given the demographics of this meeting it would be somewhat 
naive to think this meeting could be fully self supporting through its own contributions.    
Currently, Cedarwood supports the meeting by furnishing literature, coffee, snacks and access 
to a room for the meeting.  This demonstrates Cedarwood’s commitment to providing an    
opportunity and a beginning for AA recovery meeting at their facility.   

    As for me personally, I have had the strange experience of AA members thanking me for 
doing this service work.  May I ask you if you have ever walked up to a lottery winner and 
thanked them for winning the lottery? Why would you thank me for feeling this grateful?  I 
have learned how to tell my story in light of facing some of the most difficult things which I 
am required to practice acceptance for. 

    The members of the “Wheel Chair Races” are facing a new life, moving forward after   
having gone through an alcohol related physical injury.   The members of this group are    
rolling into this AA meeting full of hope that this program really works.    There is mutual 
gratitude between those of us bringing the meeting in and those from the center because we 
all can relate to what it’s like to be presented with circumstances that we find unacceptable 
and peace in the fellowship of sharing our individual stories.
