Don’t	Miss	the	Miracle!	
Someone in A.A. once told me that the promises listed on the bottom of page 83 
and the top of page 84 are not optional for alcoholics who intend to live sober 
lives.  Our alternatives are to either drink for oblivion or live lives of serenity, pur-
pose and happiness.  Recovery dictates that I take actions that I would not take  
otherwise.  In return, I receive blessings that I would not have received otherwise.  
I believe that this is the “blessing” that comes with being an alcoholic. 

The moment we begin taking the steps, we begin making amends.  The first step is 
amending the way we view our illness and our definition of a successful life.  The 
second and third steps are amends to the way we view God and our approach to a 
relationship with Him.  In steps four and five, we make our first attempt to amend 
our views regarding the past and the future.  Steps six and seven require an amend 
to the way we rely on God for the power to solve our problems.  Step eight and 
nine demand a willful effort from us to amend our past behavior to the best of our 
ability.  Steps ten and eleven are “living” amends to ourselves, God and the people 
around us.  We get to share our new way of living with others in step twelve. 

My experience has been that it is easy to get overwhelmed and put off making 
amends.  I would like to wait for the resources to become available before I set out 
to make an amend.  However, it doesn’t usually work that way.  More often, I must 
take a leap of faith and begin making amends without knowing where the            
resources will come from.  If I’m willing and I take the action, the resources seem 
to precipitate out of thin air.  The result is that I experience the power of God’s 
hand in my life.  The miracles that I have experienced through this process have  
allowed me to truly rely on God and experience His promises.

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Some	One‐Liners...	
 My Mind is like a bad neighborhood—you don’t want to go there alone. 
 I was violating my moral code faster than I could revise it. 
 Accept people from the top of their head to the bottom of their feet. 
 You don’t have to like people’s behavior, you just need to love them. 
 Just do the next right thing. 
 We are spiritual beings having a human experience—not human beings having a spiritual 

experience. 
 There is nothing so bad that a drink couldn't make worse. 
 When the only tool in your toolbox is a hammer, all of your problems look like nails. 
 I would take one step forward and two steps back but I got to where I was going because I 

was pointed in the wrong direction to begin with. 
 The only thing you need to change is everything. 
 If you feel guilty, it’s because you are. 
 First I came, then I came to, then I came to believe. 
 I was comparing my insides to other people’s outsides. 
 When I came in, I couldn’t hear the words but I could hear the music. 
 Poor me...Poor me...Pour me a drink. 
 All you need to start a new meeting is a resentment and a coffee pot. 
 I may not be much but I’m all I think about. 
 We are so good at fooling ourselves, we could make a living at it. 
 One foot in the past, one foot in the future...and pissing all over today. 
 Take the cotton out of your ears and put it in your mouth. 
 (An old one)...The message is under the ashtray. 
 What you came here looking for, you came here looking with. 
 I wanted to serve God—just as His adviser. 
 Serenity is not the absence of conflict, just the ability to cope with it. 
 When a co-dependent is drowning, someone else’s life flashes before their eyes. 
 Action alleviates anxiety. 
 No great thing is created suddenly. 
 You can wake up and say, “Good God, it’s morning” or, “Good morning God!” 
 Remember:  When you ask a gorilla to dance, he’s the one who decides when you stop. 
 Denial isn’t just a river in Egypt. 
 Expectation is a premeditated resentment. 
 A grateful alcoholic is a sober alcoholic. 
 Stay long enough and you will get the chance to clean up the wreckage of your present. 
 Worry is an ironic form of hope. 
 Today is a gift—that’s why it’s called the present. 
 If you have to control your drinking, your drinking must be out of control. 
 Put down the weapons and pick up the tools. 
 If you want what you’ve never had, you must do what you’ve never done 
 If God brings you to it, He will bring you through it.
